Year In Review

In 2005 DATV continued its mission of “Giving You
The Freedom To Communicate” by expanding membership
and programs and upgrading many of the services it offers.

DATV’s membership rose to 633 at the end of the
year and its members gave over 3,000 hours of their time in
service as volunteers. They also produced 4,069 new pro-
grams. Thats an average of over 11 new programs a day on
both DATV and Dayton Spiritual Television combined.

Dayton Spiritual Television continued its fantastic
growth by seeing over 70 churches producing programs for
the channel.

And DATV'’s programming was once again recognized
as best in the region by the Alliance For Community Media.

DATV made a significant investment in its equipment
that is available for the public to use. Over $40,000 was spent to
help make it easier for the public to producer better programs.

Some of the upgrades included adding DVD recording
capabilities in all of the editing suites so that producers may
now master their programs to DVD. To complement this ability
8 new DVD players were added to supplement the 2, 300 disk,
DVD jukeboxes that are already in master control.

New mini DVD cameras were purchased to enable more
people than ever before to use cameras at the same time. DATV
now has a total of 16 cameras of various formats for the public to
use. And to supplement the cameras in the field new portable
light kits were added to the inventory.

Some other new items that were added include; new
monitors in the edit suites, new wireless microphones for field
use and a new steady cam for the mini dv cameras.

DATV continued its outreach to the community by work-
ing with the ARISE program in the City of Dayton’s Recreation
and Youth Department. During this after school program chil-
dren were taught the basics of television production and pro-
duced their own video. DATV hosted a Fall Preview Party for
DATV members at Therapy Cafe. The event allowed producers
to promote their programs and learn about what can be seen on
DATV.

DATV is proud of its success in 2005 and looks forward
to continued growth in 2006 and beyond. We would like to thank
all of our volunteers and producers who helped to make 2005 a
greatyear.

Community Training

DATV gives Dayton “The Freedom To Communicate”
by providing video production workshops that allow citizens to
create their very own noncommercial television programs. DATV
members can learn camera operation, computer graphics, edit-
ing and much more.

The introductory workshops are held the first Thursday
and first Saturday of the month and last for 4 consecutive weeks.
These classes are designed to teach participants everything
they need to know to produce their own program. During these
sessions members receive hands on training with DATV produc-
tion equipment and then produce a finished class project. Upon
completion of the workshops DATV staff is available for consul-
tation about how to plan and create a project of your own.

DATV won a Philo T. Farnsworth Award for Overall Excellence in Public Access Programming. The award was given for
a compilation of DATV programming throughout the year.
