
One of the founding members of
DATV’s Board of Trustees, Aaron Sheaffer,
has retired after 26 years of service. At the
time of his retirement he was serving as
Vice-Chair of the board.

Sheaffer who most recently was
Director of Music at Shiloh Church served
as an instrumental part of DATV’s founding.

As a community leader Scheaffer was
one of a handful of people who in 1978 helped
to secure DATV’s funding and incorporated
DATV (then Access-30- Dayton) as a

nonprofit 501(C)(3) organization in the State of Ohio.

Before beginning his work with DATV he was involved in the study of
cable issues in the early 70’s. He also served as a leader and advisor to
DATV’s first Executive Director Roxie Cole.

As a board member Aaron represented DATV’s interests to the Dayton
City Commission, the local cable operators and the community at large.

Aaron also served on DATV’s board during the construction of DATV’s
Public Access Center that was dedicated on November 11th 1992.  During
his term he has helped to manage DATV’s affiliation with three different cable
operators in the City of Dayton.

“DATV would not be the thriving community resource that it is today
without Aaron’s many contributions,” said John Rocco, DATV Executive
Director.

Aaron also helped to create DATV’s second channel, Dayton Spiritual
Television. Through his relationships with various religious organizations he
helped to grow Dayton Spiritual Television to a point were there are now over
60 local churches producing their own programs.
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The DATV family has recently

lost two long time members and
volunteers.

Seal Price and Paul Van
Ostrand passed away during the last
several months. Both were
volunteers and producers for
numerous DATV programs.

Seal was producer of the
Dayton Spiritual Television series
“Word Up” and Paul was a volunteer
for both studio and on location
programs. These programs included
such events as “The Women In Jazz
Festival” and “Mountain Days”.

In 1997 Seal was named as
the recipient of “The Roxie Cole
Award of Excellence”, DATV’s
highest honor, for his commitment
and dedication to public access
t e l e v i s i o n .

Paul and his wife Gerry
worked as a team on the various
programs they volunteered for, and
were named  as DATV’s Volunteer
of the Year in 1994.

“Both of them were wonderful
examples of the spirit of public
access television,” said Dorothy
Beatty, Volunteer Coordinator. “They
touched the lives of so many here,
and will be greatly missed.”

DATV Members now have a new tool to help
speed up the production process.  DATV has introduced
a “FireStore” portable hard drive system that attaches to
the back of Panasonic DV200 cameras.

The system will allow producers who use the AVID
edit system to take one step out the production process.
When using this hard drive you will no longer have to
digitize your tape material to your hard drive.  Instead
users will copy the prerecorded files from the “FireStore”
to their own hard drive.  Thus eliminating the time
consuming process of digitization.

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DATV has purchased two new AVID edit systems
for member’s use.  These two new systems will replace
the stand alone graphics work stations in the Training
Room.  When using the nonlinear AVID systems,
producers will digitize their tapes to a hard drive and then
edit them using the computer software.

With the addition of these new systems it will
increase the number of AVID edit systems to seven.  This
will allow for easier training and more available time for
members to have access to the systems.  Currently,
four other systems are shared with the linear editing suites
in edit rooms one, two and three.

Each new computer is a Dell 3.2Ghz system with
1GB of RAM and a 19” flat panel LCD monitor.

Co. Sheriff’s Dept., Jimmy Cunningham,
Central State University, Cathy Shanklin, City of Dayton’s
Dept. of Parks, Recreation and Culture.

After the presentations a panel of youth specialists
discussed the problem with the audience to help develop
recommendations for solutions.
