States Region. Additionally, John served
nationally as Chairman of the Alliance For
Community Media.

Another Year
of Success

Once again DATV saw tremen-
dous community support for its programs
and services during the 2005 calendar
year.

DATV provides cable subscrib-
ers with two channels of local cable pro-
gramming and during 2005 there was a
total of 4,069 new programs produced.
These new programs totaled 2,089 new
hours.

DATV members serve as crew
members on the various programs that
are produced.

In 2005 DATV’s membership
reached a total of 633 members. In addi-
tion to producing their own programs for
DATV, these Dayton area residents also
volunteered a total of 3,097 hours of their
time to help DATV produce a wide vari-
ety of local programs.

& The Law, The Ombudsman’s Office,
The Dayton Children’s Parade, The
CityFolk Festival, The Women In Jazz

more.

Edit Suite Make Over

Edit Suite 1 after its make-over.

DATV has recently upgraded Edit Suite #1 to include two
new LCD monitors. In addition we have removed the SVHS playback
deck in that room. This means you can no longer edit from SVHS to
SVHS in that room. If you need to use SVHS as your source tape
you can still use rooms 2, 3 or 4.

The AVID edit system is also available in Edit Suite #1.
When using the AVID you can digitize from the DV deck and output
your finished program to DVD.

DATV is in the process of eliminating the SVHS format in
the production process and encourage all producers to finish their
program on DVD whenever possible.

Series Of D/Ds

DATV’'s DVD jukebox.
If you are producing a series program on DVD the
length must be under 59 or 29 minutes respectively.

By keeping your programs under this time it will
allow for a better transition between DVD programs when
using our DVD jukebox.

Members now have a new production element to help
make their programs better. We have now added a CD sound
effects library called “Fresh Produce”. The library contains 12
CDs and is produced by the people at Fresh Music who are the
creators of our music library.

“Fresh Produce contains over 1280 Sound Effects and
production elements. Production elements make up the first
half of each CD volume, sound effects the second. Hundreds of
new stingers, tags, logos, bumpers, buttons, loops, dogs, ma-
chines, cars, planes, nightclub drummers, vocal effects, water,
musical pieces, snippetts....whew, so many useful clips-all
useful and exquisitely recorded,” according to Fresh Music.

These sound effects can be used in both the AVID and
the linear editing systems. Next time you edit your program
take some time out to listen to these effects.

Your program must have been cablecast between Janu-
ary 1, 2005 and December 31, 2005.

Since you are a member of DATV and a certified inde-
pendent producer, DATV will pay for one entry in the Hometown
Competition. Any more entries will be your responsibility. All
checks are to be payable to DATYV if you are submitting extra
entries.

You must make a copy of your entry on your own vid-
eotape or DVD, and make four copies of your entry form and
turn them into Melissa S. Mills by 12:00 noon, on Tuesday,
March 7, 2006.

Entries must be submitted on VHS tapes recorded in
standard play (SP) format or on a DVD. No other tape format
will be accepted.

Please submit no more than 30 minutes of your pro-
gram. For programs longer than 30 minutes, entry tapes must
include the first 10 minutes of the program, 10 minutes from the
middle, and the last 10 minutes of the program. Programs shorter
than 30 minutes should be submitted in their entirety.

Please consider entering one of your best programs of
the past year. Brochures will be located in the Volunteer Lounge.
Please read the entire brochure as the rules have changed and
categories have been added.

The awards presentation will take place at The Alli-
ance for Community Media National Convention during July 5
through July 8, 2006 in Boston.

The Hometown Video Festival honors and promotes
community communications and local cable programs that are
first distributed on PEG access, Local Origination or Leased
Access cable television channels. The award is in recognition
of excellence in cable access programming throughout the
United States and Canada.
