DATV hosted a “Fall Preview Party” for members, friends
and fans on October 10th at the Trolley Stop in Dayton.

Guests in attendance were able  to learn about DATV’s
upcoming program schedule and to celebrate community me-
dia in Dayton.

I would like to update our members about the status of
our cable franchise. The City of Dayton continues to work with
Time Warner to negotiate a new cable contract. The current
agreement was extended until January 31, 2007 to give the
City more time to complete negotiations.

DATV is also working with City staff to negotiate a new
agreement between DATV and the City of Dayton.

On the national front, Senate bill HR5252 has not been
passed but its not over. Senate Commerce Chairman Ted Stevens
(R-Alaska) vowed to move his telecommunications bill during a
post-election congressional session. While Senator Stevens
acknowledged that his bill “obviously can’t be done before we
go into recess,” he said he is hopeful the Senate will schedule
lame-duck floor action before adjournment. That would ensure
the legislation is “part of the plans when we come back into
session,” he said, noting that lawmakers expect to return about
Nov. 13. “It is possible still to get it passed, and I’m working as
hard as I can to see that that happens,” he said.
